Finally, visit theand Bazaar, where you can shop or haggle with local mer-
chants over unusual antiques, colorful spices, beautiful jewelry and richly textured f@yrics.

DAY 4 - ISTANBUL Saturday

This morning we will explore the bustlinggyptian Spice Market of 17th century origin a colorful bazaar heaped with spices,
Turkish sweets, dried foods and much more. Then we take a Bospbarise Sightseeing Boat Trip* (2 hr boat ride) up
Istanbul's winding straits for a chance to relax and admire the shoreline of beautiful mosques, lavish palaces andillasadent v
you'll see Dolmabahce and Beylerbeyi Palaces, Ottoman summer mansions and Ortakoy mosque, the defensive Rumeli Fortress
Bosphorus Bridge one of the world's largest suspension bridges, all alongside passing fishing boats, yachts, huge cammb ships
tankers. After lunch we will drive across tBesphorus Bridgeto reach the highest point of Istanbul caledmlica Hill. There
